Design and conduct a scientific investigation that uses appropriate tools, techniques, independent and dependent variables, and controls to collect relevant data.

As the fields of Science and Social Studies meet in Environmental Science, these standards can also be met via environmental issues facing the world today and the human response through government, economic, or social action.

· SS.08.SA.03 Examine a controversial event, issue, or problem from more than one perspective.

· SS.08.SA.04 Examine the various characteristics, causes, and effects of an event, issue, or problem.
With growing emphasis in “reading across the curriculum” a fieldtrip to Wildlife Safari can grow vocabulary experientially and expand listening skills meeting these English Standards
